Call for Applications: I Tatti Summer Seminar in Florence, July 2013
Villa I Tatti: The Harvard University Center for Italian Renaissance Studies welcomes applications from Chinese art historians for a new Summer Seminar in Florence (29 June to 20 July 2013) on “The Unity of the Arts in Renaissance Italy.”  This offers a limited number of scholars in Greater China the opportunity to study Renaissance works firsthand, and to exchange ideas about art history and the Renaissance with each other and with Western scholars.  The seminar focuses on the unity of the arts in Renaissance Italy, starting with the view expressed in Giorgio Vasari’s Lives of the Artists (1568): disegno, i.e. design and drawing, unites and underlies painting, sculpture, and architecture. A secondary theme is the continuity of tradition in Renaissance art. Each week, the participants will meet at I Tatti for two days to discuss readings and conduct research, and three days in Florence to study in museums, churches, piazzas, and monuments. The seminar is organized and staffed by art historians associated with I Tatti and trained in Europe or the US. The seminar aims to facilitate dialogue between participants, lecturers, and I Tatti appointees, and to enrich and strengthen the study of the Italian Renaissance in China. 
Candidates are required to: 

· live and work in Greater China (Mainland, Taiwan and Hong Kong).

· teach or study Italian Renaissance art or architecture; this could be part of a course or research on Western art or architecture. 

· have a PhD (for professors) or a MA or March (for curators and architects); advanced Ph.D. students are also invited to apply. The ideal candidates will have received their degrees within the last decade, and will not have studied for an extended period in the West. 

· be able to follow a lecture and participate in class discussions in English, the language used in all lectures and discussions.

Participants will receive funding for transportation, room, and lodging, thanks to support from the Getty Foundation through their “Connecting Art Histories” initiative.
